e Contain or are spam, including but not limited to over posting (repeatedly posting the same
comment or comments) and messages sent from fake accounts

e Link to other sites;

e Disclose confidential or personal information;

e Violate the legal ownership interest of another party, or infringe on copyrights, trademarks, or
other intellectual property (references to somebody’s else’s work should contain a reference
and where possible, a link).
